IN EXERCISE of the powers conferred by section 7 (3) of the Cannabis Cultivation
(Amnesty) Act, 2018, {No. 29 of 2018) the Authority gives the following Notice:

CANNABIS CULTIVATION (TRANSPORTATION AND STORAGE)
NOTICE, 2020

1. This Notice may be cited as the Cannabis Cultivation Citation
(Transportation and Storage) Notice, 2020,

2. The guidelines applicable to the transportation of cannabis  Guidelines
and the collection and storage of cannabis at designated places are set
out in the Schedule.

SCHEDULLE

Guidelines to facilitate the transportation of cannabis and the
collection and storage of cannabis at designated places

L Inthe circumstances where cannabis is to be surrendered by an
amnesty holder, the following procedures shall be executed-

(a) the ammesty holder must inform the Authority of the day
when the cannabis is to be delivered to a designated place
of collection, as stipulated in item 3 of this Schedule;

(b) the amnesty holder must deliver the same quantity of
cannabis, as stipulated in a report submitted pursuant to
section 6 of the Cannabis Cultivation (Amnesty) Act 2018,
to a designated place of collection,

(¢) the Authority, acting on the report, must contact the police
who shall use standard police operating procedures to take
possession of the cannabis at a designated place of
collection;
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(d)

the Authority and the police may seck assistance from an
ammesty holder, a group of farmers, a farmer’s representative
group, or a security firm approved by the Authority in the
execution of their duties;

upon the taking of possession of the cannabis, three
inspectors, one of whom shall be a police officer, the amnesty
holder and licensee must transport the cannabis to a
designated place for storage as approved by the Authority,

the inspectors, in the presence of the amnesty holder and
the licensee must, ensure that the cannabis is-

(i} weighed;
(i) labelled; and
(iii) securely packaged;

the licensee and the ammesty holder must sign to certify
that they accept the weight and must place the code of the
seal on the package.

2. An amnesty holder transporting cannabis to a designated place
of collection must-

(a)

report to the Authority and the police, immediately, any
vehicular accident that oceurs during the transportation of
cannabis; and

report any loss or theft of cannabis that occurs during
transportation to the designated place of collection to the
Authority and the police, immediately after the amnesty
holder becomes aware of the loss or theft.
